6. Assist on the preparation of terms of reference and technical project proposals for future
agreements;

7. Attend missions and policy discussions in Brazil and other countries representing IPC-IG when

needed;

8. Assist in organizing study tours, workshops and seminars in cooperation with partner institutions;

9. Update IPC-IG staff on current research developments and prepare presentations when
requested;

10. Assume duties as needed in support of IPC-IG’s work i.e. attend meetings with stakeholders,
receive and brief officials and visitors to the Centre; and
