Intangibility Matters, the IPERION CH international conference on the values of tangible
heritage — IMaTTe 2017, aims at offering a discussion forum for scientists and other
professionals working on the Cultural Heritage field about the intangible aspects of tangible
cultural heritage assets.

« Survival of immaterial aspects of lost tangible heritage;

+ Other related aspects.

The event will be made of invited lectures, communications and posters by researchers and
practitioners.
